Q1. How many valleys did the birds pass through?

Answer 1: The birds had to pass through seven valleys during their journey to
find their king, Simorgh.

Each valley tested them with new and difficult challenges, such as fear, doubt,
and hardship. These valleys symbolized different stages of personal growth,
like love, knowledge, patience, and sacrifice. Many birds could not face these
challenges and gave up. Only the strongest and most determined birds
continued, showing that the path to unity and greatness is never easy, but full
of trials.

Q2. How many birds were there left at the end?

Answer 2: In the end, only thirty birds managed to reach the palace of Simorgh.




These birds had shown great courage, patience, and determination by
completing the difficult journey through the seven valleys. Many others gave
up along the way, but these thirty remained united in their mission. Their small
number shows that true strength and success often come from a committed
few who believe in unity and keep going, no matter how hard the path
becomes.

Q3. What was the name of the king of the birds?

Answer 3: The king of the birds was named Simorgh.

This name had a special meaning and was not just the name of a single bird.
The birds had never seen Simorgh before, but believed in finding him. When
they finally reached the palace and passed the final test, they discovered
something surprising. Simorgh was not an individual bird, but a reflection of all
thirty birds together. This shows that true leadership and power come from
unity, teamwork, and collective identity.

Q4. Why were the birds surprised when they met their king?

Answer 4: The birds were surprised because when they met their king, they
saw their own reflections.
They realized that together, they themselves were Simorgh.

Q5. What does the word Simorgh mean?

Answer 5: The word Simorgh is made from two Persian words: "Si", which
means thirty, and "Morgh", which means birds. So, Simorgh means “thirty
birds.”

This meaning helped the birds realize that the king they were looking for was
not someone separate, but actually all of them united. When they stood
together at the end of the journey, they saw their true strength. This name
teaches a powerful message, that unity creates greatness, and that a nation or
group becomes strong when its people come together as one."

Q6. Do you think the concept of Simorgh as presented in this story is similar
to the concept of nation which you studied in the previous class?

Answer 6: Yes, the concept of Simorgh is similar to the concept of a nation.
Just like the thirty birds became strong and united as one, a nation is formed



when people with different backgrounds come together to achieve something
together.

This shows the importance of unity in diversity, which is also a key idea in the
formation of a nation like Pakistan.

east to west. They help measure how far north or south a place is from
the Equator.

e Lines of longitude join at the North and South Poles because they are like
slices of an orange, all meeting at the tips.
e Lines of latitude never meet because they are parallel to each other and
always stay the same distance apart, forming circles around the Earth.

Answer 3: These lines form a grid on maps and globes that helps us locate
places like cities, rivers, deserts, or countries accurately.

By using the degrees of both longitude and latitude, we can pinpoint the exact
position of any place on Earth.

What makes
it different from the other lines?

Answer 4: The equator is the longest line of latitude because it goes around
the widest part of the Earth, halfway between the poles.

It is different because all other lines of latitude are smaller circles above or
below the equator, while the equator is the central and widest circle.

They
collected a small amount of money and sent it with a kind message: “Little help



is better than a lot of pity.” This showed their care and support for the people
of Stalingrad.
